The Year 5 and 6 pupils asked some
really thoughtful questions and gained a real insight into life on
the home front. We then headed out into the main exhibitions
of the museum, taking a trip into a WW?2 air raid shelter, and
walking through an artificial WW1 trench. We finished the day
by hopping on the tube to Embankment where we re-traced Bill
and Julie’s steps as described in Chapter 1 of ‘Fireweed’ and
enjoyed a refreshing ice cream. It was a pleasure to spend such
an interesting and enjoyable day with the Year 5 and 6 pupils.
